we celebrate today 112 years of the beginning of the Opera. Our thanks and gratitude to God the Provident Father who, with a very special concern and care, wanted to found this Opera so that it may be light and health to many souls. 
On this occasion we make ours the words of St. John Calabria pronounced in the twenty-fifth year of foundation: “We have meditated on all the long series of favors, graces, and benefits, which the Lord has bestowed on His Opera over these years, without considering the other graces, the other gifts and benefits, which, because they are supernatural, are not mediated by us and appreciated as what we see and which falls under our senses; yet it is the fact that this Opera, as I have often told you, in God’s designs accomplishes these marvels with its simple existence … At the same time, we remember that a very great responsibility weighs on us, because from us alone, it depends on us that this Opera live, prosper and spread, thus fulfilling the good for which the Divine Providence founded it”.
